SUMMARY OF DRIVER VALIDATION AND SEALING VEHICLE REQUIREMENTS 

The following synopsis of the Driver Validation and Sealing Vehicle Requirements (BASF Corporation Policy BC029.003) applies to all suppliers of BASF Corporation and its affiliates. Purpose:  The events of September 11 of 2001 prompted BASF Corporation and affiliates to enhance their security requirements in receiving chemicals.  As a result, in June 2002, BASF instituted a new policy to increase its security with regard to (i) Driver Validation, and (ii) Vehicle Sealing Requirements.  

Scope:  The procedure applies to truckload and bulk shipments of hazardous or non-hazardous materials transported domestically or cross-border.

Exceptions are provided with the understanding that any delivery is subject to inspection as follows:

(i) Less-than-truckload shipments 

(ii) Ocean vessels and continental, and intercontinental barges sealed according to USCG requirements

Key Provisions:

1) Driver Validation:  BASF and its affiliates require validation of all drivers to ensure that only recognized and approved drivers have access to BASF sites to deliver or pickup shipments..

Truck drivers must present at the delivery location:

(a) Paperwork from BASF such as Purchase Order showing driver has been authorized to deliver this load.

(b) A valid Commercial Driver’s License Number (CDL).

(c) If hazardous materials are involved, the commercial drivers license must include certification for transporting hazardous materials. 

2) Vehicle Sealing:  BASF and its affiliates require sealing of all truckload or bulk deliveries as a safeguard against product or container tampering.  Suppliers must seal all aperture(s) of the vehicle and record the seal number(s), and  the trailer number on the bill of lading or equivalent paperwork.  If a supplier cannot place these on the bill of lading, transmittal of this information to site via advance shipping notice (e-mail or fax), is acceptable.  However, utilizing e-mail or fax should be viewed as an exceptional event and not a routine practice. 

(a) Bulk Delivery Containers include tank trailers, isotainers, hopper trucks, railcars and hopper railcars:  

(i) For typical hazardous and non-hazardous materials, all major apertures such as domes, outlet valves, and inlet valves must be sealed.  

(ii) This does not preclude, where possible and practical, sealing of other apertures including induction pipes, washout caps, and pressure relief devices. 

(iii) For List A, Chemical Weapon Component, High HazMat (as on DOT list): all openings have to be sealed.

(b) Package Trucks and Package Ocean Containers:

(i) The back door or back gate lock must be sealed. 

(ii) Any other access to the interior, such as a side door must also be sealed at door or gate lock.

(iii) All ocean containers must use a 'bolt' type seal, regardless of the commodity.

3) Failure to Comply: If a delivery fails to comply with the Driver Validation or Sealing Procedure, the vehicle will be temporarily quarantined until resolution of the problem.  If the issue cannot be resolved to the satisfaction of BASF’s representatives, BASF will refuse the shipment.
